Pregunta 1

La respuesta correcta consistiria en indicar si la afirmacion es TRUE o FALSE y en
justificar la eleccion citando del texto, reproduciendo las palabras textuales entre
comillas, aportando toda la informacion relevante sin excederse. La cita debe ser
coherente.

Se otorgard un punto a cada frase, siempre que tanto la denotacion de Verdadero o
Falso como su justificacion sean correctas. En el caso de que la justificacién sea
excesiva 0 escasa, se podra otorgar medio punto por frase. No puntuaran aquellas
respuestas en las que la denotacion de Verdadero o Falso no vaya acompafada de su
correspondiente justificacion o esta sea incorrecta.

Pregunta 2

La respuesta correcta consistiria en expresar la informacion que aparece en el texto
pero con sus propias palabras sin copiar del texto e incluyendo toda la informacién
relevante.

En todo caso, se penalizara la reproduccion fiel del texto, otorgando a cada frase 0,25.
Si la reproduccion es parcial se otorgard medio punto por frase.

Pregunta 3

expresion precisa. A cada respuesta correcta se le otorgaran 0,25 puntos.

No puntuaran las respuestas que incluyan varias opciones como posibles respuestas
aunque entre ellas se encuentre la correcta.

Prequnta 5

Se observard, en primer lugar, que el aspirante se atiene en su escrito al tema y
extension propuestos y se valorard su capacidad comunicativa en inglés, el uso
correcto de las estructuras gramaticales (se penalizaran los errores ortograficos y la
falta de coherencia sintactica), el vocabulario adecuado y preciso (se penalizaran los
usos impropios e imprecisos de las palabras) y el orden y coherencia en la exposicion,
el uso de parrafos, la creatividad. Se podré penalizar la falta de orden y limpieza
con hasta 1 punto.
