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Children using social networks underage 'exposes th em to danger' 
 

A new study has found that around 59 per cent of children have already used a social network by 

the time they are 10, and 43 per cent have messaged strangers online by the age of 12.  

According to a survey, a child’s social media development begins aged nine. At nine, children first 

access YouTube and use a mobile or laptop. Aged 10, they start using instant messaging. When 

children are 11 is when they are likely to first post an image or video of themselves. A year later 

(aged 12), children will first try Twitter and Whatsapp and message someone online they haven’t 

met in real life. At 13, they first try services like Snapchat. 

"Kids might not realize the risks about giving personal information to strangers. Children are 

gaining access to social media sites at a younger age, which could expose them to content, people 

or situations that are out of their depth and which they're not emotionally prepared for," Child 

psychologist Dr Richard Woolfson says. 

"Parents need to maintain an open dialogue and encourage children to share both good and bad 

online experiences, and make sure they keep up with the latest social media crazes and work with 

their children rather than trying to control them.”
