The trend towards using cards instead of cash has become an everyday part of life. A report has
been published suggesting cash will account for 45% of transactions by 2018, (compared with 73%
in 1999). For example Sweden is the most cashless society on the planet where 4 out of 5
payments are now made electronically.

Using cards can save you time and trouble, like not having to search for a cash machine; it can
also reduce violent crime and robberies. However, the more we abandon paper bills for plastic,
smartphone payments and even cryptocurrencies like Bitcoin, the perils of the new cashless
economy are becoming more apparent: all your payments can be traced, cybercrime is increasing,
and there is also concern about how pensioners will adapt to the new technology.

So, although the journey to a cashless society has started, we are still in the adjustment period.
