St. Patrick is the patron Saint and national apostle of Ireland. He was born in the fourth
century and is famous for bringing Christianity into Ireland. St. Patrick’s Day is a very well known
Irish national holiday, which is celebrated not only in Ireland but all around the world. It falls on the
| 7th of March.

Legend says that St. Patrick could raise people from the dead. He is well known for driving the
snakes out of Ireland, although many people dispute how true this is. Another great story was how
he used the shamrock, with its three leaves, to explain the Holy Trinity (the Father, the Son and the
Holy Ghost) to his followers.
